331 ramp toward Bremen/Mishawaka/Bourbon.  Turn Left onto IN-331.  Turn Right onto 
6th Rd and proceed to 2162 6th Rd, Bremen, IN 46506.  This should take 6 hours and 30 
minutes and 388 miles.  
If you are west of Bremen on Hwy 6, at SR 331 go east 3 miles.  If you are east of 
Bremen on Hwy 6, on SR 19 (Nappanee) go west 5 miles.  Campground on N side of 
Hwy 6.
